Complaint: 
Belt squeal - A/C Compressor failure prematurely on GM  Microbirds
Cause:
When the front dash A/C unit is turned on separately from the rear, pressure in the system builds causing the compressor to overwork and cause failure
Correction: 
When these units were originally installed there was a tag placed on the dash stating that “both” systems needed to be “turned on” at the same time. With the loss of those tags we have seen failures due to operation error and have come up with a “re-wire” installing a 6 AMP diode that turns on the rear condensers thus relieving pressure in the system and alleviating the possibility of compressor failure
