CAT Air Compressor Coolant Hose

There is a coolant leak at the engine and unit was just
serviced with no issues found.

The coolant hoses running to the air compressor on the CAT
engines are a “steel reinforced” rubber hose and we have
seen where the hoses are deteriorating from the inside and
while hoses appear to be fine externally they are actually
failing from the inside (Figures #1 & #2) and once the outer
layer of rubber give way we have a leak. We know that with
conventional coolant hoses they appear to “expand” when
they are deteriorating but the reinforcement of the steel
holds these lines in shape so that they appear fine.

When doing a PM Service, have your Techs physically grab
the hoses (#2 & #4 In Figure #5) and twist, especially at the
fittings. The hose should feel “stiff” the whole length. If it
does not it should be removed to eliminate possibility of a
road failure.

PLEASE NOTE - CAT does a good job of numbering their hoses with a

metal tab (Figure #3) but please tell Techs not to hit the wire
wheel too hard as the stamping in the tag is not deep and you
may make the number illegible (Figure #4).....actual number
was 233-3663 but as you can see the last 4 digits are difficult
to make out.
